A lbert "Al" Medford Steele of Milford, DE passed away peacefully on Thursday,

October 25, 2012 with his family by his side at Harbor Health Care &
Rehabilitation in Lewes, DE. He was born in Wilmington, DE on March 1, 1931, son of

the late George and Irene (Hall) Steele.

Al honorably served his country in the US Army and Air Force for 21 years. During his time of
service he was stationed in Germany and actively fought in the Vietnam War for over a year.
Following retirement from the military, he started a second career working for the City of Milford

Electrical Department. Later, Al worked with the Civil Service Department at Dover Air Force
